5)) Bride and Groom enter the reception room, with an official welcome to the sound of music, usually 
classical, but a more personal choice can be played if desired. 
6) All guests take their seats 
7) Grace before service (optional) 
8) The starter is served and when finished the plates are cleared. 
9) The main course is served and the toast is poured 
10) The Bride and Groom cut the wedding cake. The toast is made – photographs may be taken at this 
time 
11) Dessert is served 
12) Coffee is served 
13) The speeches are then announced to be started by the Best Man. 
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Terms and Conditions 
 

A  provisional  booking enquiry can only be reserved for minimum of 2 weeks without a deposit. 
 

A deposit of £300 is payable on booking, a reservation will not be accepted without a deposit. 
 
All deposits are non-refundable and non transferable 

 
The full balance is payable 10 days before the function. No refunds will be made after the balance 

payment for loss of guests. 
 

Once numbers are confirmed no refunds can be made. 
 

A minimum number of guests for any function using the function facility are 50 guests unless the 
managers use their discretion. 

 
In some circumstances the prices displayed may alter due to increase in supplier costs. You will be 

notified of any changes immediately. 
 

All guests are the responsibility of the Host or Hostess. The Host or Hostess is liable for any damage 
caused by their guest, a surcharge of £300 minimum will payable if any damages occur. 

 
Cancellation policy: Once a deposit is paid, should a cancellation occur the latest time for cancellation 

is 20 weeks prior to the function, less than 20 weeks a 50% surcharge is payable due to the loss of 
business. 

It is the bride’s responsibility to check the final seating arrangements the evening before the wedding 
if the room is available , please  supply seating plan 2 weeks before 
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Payment Methods 
On booking your wedding we will require a £300 deposit of the total cost; unfortunately, deposits are 
non-refundable. 
 
 
Final Balance 
By  Cheque - 3 weeks before the date of the function 
 Visa  - 2 weeks before 
 Cash  - 1 week before 

 
 
 

*Please book a Wedding Planner Day with the Manager to discuss ALL final arrangements inc. 
seating arrangements, number of guests and menu, we can also discuss any queries or requirements you 

may have for your special day. This date should be arranged at least 4 weeks before the event.
